3. Both cars must have working foot brakes. Back car must have a motor, but not running. 
4. Both cars must run DOT tires. All glass must be removed, except front windshield. 
5. All doors must be welded or chained shut. 
6. All cars must have seatbelts with shoulder harnesses. (Factory or Custom) 
7. Cars will be chained together 8’ apart. CANNOT HOOK TO BUMPER! No pipes on chains. 
8. All drivers must be at least 16 years of age; if under age 18, driver must have a signed and notarized 

parental permission form on file at the speedway. 
9. All drivers must wear an approved helmet, with jacket and long pants. 
10. Thunderhill Raceway reserves the right to add or change any rule for competitive or safety reason at 

any given time. ALL CARS ARE SUBJECT TO TRACK APPROVAL!!! 
11. ITEMS NOT COVERED IN THESE RULES ARE SUBJECT TO TRACK APPROVAL.
